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$110,000 for Injured

Our Iowa client suffered a left rotator cuff 
tear that required surgery after being hit by 
a driver who ran a red light and struck her 
head-on.

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$175,000 for Injured Biker after Insurance Company Denied Claim
On a spring day, our client was driving his motorcycle in Wisconsin when an automobile turned off the 
highway onto a road leading to a campsite. As our client approached the car, it suddenly backed out of the 
roadway, pinning his leg against his motorcycle and breaking it. 

The insurer of the automobile denied the case, claiming our client simply drove into the rear of her car. Our 
client made a good recovery from his injuries but was off work for about six months, forcing him to file a 
lawsuit against the other driver.
